B. Dennis Fox Jr. - Building Code 
North Dakota Building Codes, would like to adopt as their own. John Fredericks is still working 
on the resolution. Dennis is requesting to have this item forwarded to the next TBC.

Dennis has an exchange working with Scott and Ed Danks and the Tribe. If Dennis does the 
exchange it will cost him a salary, an office, and other stuff. The Native Innovations that Ed 
Danks has been working on, if we pay $20,000 per year he'll do the entire exchange and Dennis 
will do the physical part of it. We have been working on it for a while. Would like this forwarded 
to TBC. Will be ready for TBC.

Councilman Fred Fox asked for a motion to 
forward to TBC upon approval ofTexx Lone Bear working with Antoine first to see how many 
there are.
