A day out of school is a day out of
school and needs to be made up to keep a high school student from non-crediting
a student at 4 days absence per semester. The goal is for students to meet ESSA
and a Choice Ready Essential Skill 95% average daily attendance rate. Student
school absences and attendance continues to challenge the district. At the next
Education Committee Mandaree School would like to be on the agenda. We
currently administer the North Dakota State Assessment as well as the Bureau of
Indian Education State Assessment. We will be requesting a Tribal Resolution to
request a waiver to eliminate the BIE testing cycle and use the NDSA as the

measure for student achievement. It requires a Tribal resolution. At our recent on-
site audit with BIE they stated there are schools in Arizona and Turtle Mountain
that have eliminated the BIE test requirement.
