NCW, THEREFCRE BE IT RESOLVED by the Tribal Business Council of the Three 
Affiliated Tribes, Fort Berthold Indian Reservation, New Town, North 
Dakota, endorse Section 273•31. Distribution Formula Option "C to 
insure adequate, qualitative educational services to take care of the 
increased enrollment of our Indian students attending public schools 
in the Area,
