This Nation having accepted ﬁhe Indian Reorgan-
ization Act of June 18, 1934, and the authority
said act; and

The Constitution of the Three Affiliated Tribes
generally authorizes and empowers there Tribal

of and in there interest of the welfare and benefit
of the Tribes and of the enrolled members thereof;
and

The Three Affiliated Tribes is committed to meeting
the total health needs of the Indian people residing
on the Fort Berthold Indian Reservation; and

Due to the increasing number of Diabetics and
patients suffering from End Stage Renal Disease on
the Fort Berthold Indian Reservation; and

The Three Affiliated Tribes has negotiated a con-
tract with the Aberdeen Area Indian Health Service
to establish and operate a Kidney Dialysis Program
on the Fort Berthold Indian Reservation; and

The said Dialysis Contract covers a operating period
of May 1, 1990, through April 30, 1991, with an ex-
tension granted to September 30, 1991; and

The Three Affiliated Tribes is committed to the
success of the negotiated Dialysis Contract with the
Aberdeen Area Indian Health Service; and

A review of the Dialysis Contracts scope of work has
been conducted, with said review necessitating a re-
definition of realistic accomplishment dates for
specific activities outlined in the Dialysis
Contract; and

The Three Affiliated Tribes specifically supports
the accomplishment of the Four Phases of the
Dialysis Project in a realistic time frame; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Tribal Business
Council of the Three Affiliated Tribes fully
endorses and supports the completion of the Dialysis
Projectwithin the ensuing specific time frames:
Phase-I (Pre-lims) to be completed by January 31,
1991; Phase-II (Design/Site Construction) to be
completed by May 7, 1991, with construction to
commence on June 1, 1991, and to be complete by
September 30, 1991, Phase-III (Staffing) to be fully
completed by August 31, 1991, and Phase-IV
(Operation Stage) to be completed by September 30,
1991.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Tribal
Business Council of the Three Affiliated Tribes
fully expects and reassures that the Dialysis
Project will continue to operate and develop without
further deterrence and delegates this sole respon-
sibility to the employed staff under the Dialysis
Project and Human Resources Department of the Three
Affiliated Tribes, with monitoring of the Dialysis
Project to be supervised through the Tribes Human
Resources Committee.
