and 

WHEREAS, The Constitution of the Three Affiliated Tribes generally 
authorizes and empowers the Tribal Business Council to 
engage in activities on behalf of and in the interest of 
the welfare and benefit of the Tribes and of the enrolled 
members thereof; and 

WHEREAS, Under Resolution Number 89-211-TL the Tribal Business 
Council appointed three (3) Tribal Members to serve on 
the "Local LEADers Coalition Board" for the "DAKOTA 
LEADers PROJECT" which the Tribe entered into jointly 
with the City of New Town; and 

WHEREAS, The Coalition members have received training in economic 
and community development through the University of North 
Dakota and the Kellog Foundation, and have drafted plans 
for project to benefit the local area; and 

WHEREAS, The Kellog Foundation will provide 50% Matching Grants 
of up to $7500 for proposed "LEADers" projects, and it 
is anticipated that $3750.00 of that amount would be 
secured through the New Town City Council. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Tribal Business Council 
of the Three Affiliated Tribes hereby authorizes the 
expenditure of $3,750.00 to the "Local LEADers Coalition 
Board" to be match with New Town and Kellog Foundation 
funds for community/economic development projects.
