NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Waterbuster Annual Dance Committee 
requests to the Tribal Business Council for a contribution of 
$3,000.00 for the most important cause for our Reservation.

WHEREAS, The Three Affiliated Tribes needs to become involved in 
this case to protect its regulatory authority; and file 
a brief as amicus curiae in the above-entitled case.

WHEREAS, Funds will be made available by the Secretary of the 
Interior for the transfer of these lands to the Three 
Affiliated Tribes, and

Affiliated Tribes to contract from the Secretary of the 
Interior the funding and the responsibility of 
transferring these lands from the Corps of Engineers 
back to the Tribe under the Indian Self-determination 
Act.

ARTICLE I

The corporation is a non-profit corporation. 

ARTICLE III 

The principal place of business of the corporation shall be 

thB Fort Herthold Indian Reservation. 

ARTICLE IV 

The period of the corporation's duration shall be perpetual. 

ARTICLE V 

The corporation shall have a logo which will be representative 

of the purposes of the corporation. 

ARTICLE VI

(b) To protect, maintain and promote the education of the 

mî iabors of thti Three Affiliated Tribes, and American Indians 

pursuant. i:« the federal trust responsibility. 

(c) To promote to the fullest extent possible, quality 

educational opportunity for the members of the Three Affiliated 

Tribes, aaci AiAerican Indian people as a whole* 

(d) To assist member boards by providing training, technical 

assistance and information sharing sean̂ ice for them; and 

(e) To work directly with the Three Affiliated Tribes in all 

educational areas. 

(f) To maintain close working relationships with the Port 

Berthold Indian organizations, American Indian Tribes and 

appropriate local, federal and state agencies. 

Section 2. 

(a) The corporation io organized exclusively for educational 

and charitable purposes, consistent with the provisions of Section 

SOKcU^I '^'^ ̂ ^° Internal Revenue Code, or the corresponding 

provision ot any future United States Internal Revenue Lav/.

3. Request for renovation funds at the existing schools 
at White Shield and Mandaree (Remaining as K-8 
school after construction of the Mandaree High 
School) 

4. Request for increase of funding for the Education 
Department in the amount of $300,000.00

The Indirect Cost of 35.6% of base which is 
included. A total funding amount of $594,111.00. Indirect Cost at 
$175,817.00 at 1992 proposed rate.

Cost.

A. Persons enrolled with another Tribe and who have received 
benefits from such Tribe in the form of land or payments 
shall not be eligible for enrollment with the Three 
Affiliated Tribes of the Fort Berthold Reservation, provided that 
inherited interests shall not be considered as being such benefits. 

B. Persons eligible for enrollment with the Three Affiliated Tribes 
of the Fort Berthold Reservation shall relinquish whatever rights 
he/she may hold in the other Tribe as condition of his/her enrollment 
with the Three Affiliated Tribes of the Fort Berthold Reservation.

RESOLUTION OF THE GOVERNING BODY OF 
THE THREE AFFILIATED TRIBES OF THE 

FORT BERTHOLD RESERVATION 

WHEREAS, This Nation having accepted the Indian Reorganization Act 
of June 18, 1934, and the authority under said Act; 

WHEREAS, The Constitution of the Three Affiliated Tribes generally 
authorizes and empowers the Tribal Business Council to 
engage in activities on behalf of and in the interest of 
the welfare and benefit of the Tribes and of the enrolled 
members thereof; 

WHEREAS, There is no comprehensive established procedure for the 
recognition and enforcement of foreign judgments by the 
Tribal Court; 

WHEREAS, The absence of a such a comprehensive procedure and the 
recognition and enforcement of foreign judgments by the 
Tribal Court on an ad hoc basis has caused concern, 
confusion and loss of confidence in the judicial system 
by the people it was intended to seirve; 

WHEREAS, There is an urgent need to adopt an interim procedure for 
the court to follow until the Legal Department has 
researched this matter thoroughly and made 
recommendations to the legislative body, the Tribal 
Business Council of the Three Affiliated Tribes; 

WHEREAS, This interim procedure shall become effective 
immediately. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED,That the Tribal Court may give 
recognition and enforce foreign judgments provided 
however, that the person seeking recognition and 
enforcement of the foreign judgment file a complaint 
and/or petition with the Tribal Court and serve a copy 
of the complaint or petition on the defendant and/or 
respondent in accordance with the Rules of civil 
procedure.

FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED, That the Tribal Court shall convene a 
hearing to hear arguments from both sides as to whether 
the foreign judgment should be recognized and enforced. 

FINALLY, BE IT RESOLVED, That the Tribal Court shall not recognize 
and enforce any foreign judgment from a jurisdiction 
that does not reciprocate by recognizing and enforcing 
judgments of the Tribal Court of the Mandan, Hidatsa and 
Arikara Nation.
