Throughout the years, she
was contacted by other tribes and would lend her service as a pastor to
other areas in Indian Country. She has joined efforts to help all pastors from
Indian Country to lead the believers to the Great Creator. She received her
certificate to become a Pastor from the Pentecostal Church of God. She is
now retired and still enjoys teaching and hearing the Good News.
