“Our vision is to ensure that the health care
and wellbeing of our people is accessible so
that we can actually achieve better health
and better outcomes,” said Kathryn Eagle-
Williams, a doctor and CEO with the medical
facility.

Community leaders said they hope the

new facility will spark more interest in the
healthcare industry and keep providers local.

“We made up our minds a long time ago
when we were children to go into health
care because we knew the need was here
and what better way to live your life than to
contribute to the wellness and health of your
own people,” said Eagle-Williams.

The MHA Nation Tribal Council and other
planning committees are looking into
building employee housing near the facility
in White Shield to create better employee
retention and interest in medical jobs.
